‘Lest We Forget’

On 25 December 1914, soldiers from both sides put down their weapons and crossed into ‘no man’s land’ to share in an impromptu ceasefire. First-hand accounts from the time include references to football being played and photographs taken.

Having lost two key players, Lucy Bateman and Katie Upton in the two days before the match it meant the starting line up was changing as late as the morning of the match, so not a good start to the First Round of the FA Women’s FA Cup, played at Wootton Blue Cross against Ispwich Town LFC on Sunday 07.12.2014.

Lucy Bateman’s presence and patience on the ball was sorely missed.
