Pitches:
The pitches will be marked by Beds Borough Council and are inspected by the Bedford Ladies & Girls FC members prior to the start of matches and any hazardous material and dog mess removed.   Dog bins are available on site.

The pitches are two years old and are regularly checked by Beds Borough Council for compliance. 

We have static fixed posts for our 9v9, and 11v11 pitches and the nets are supplied by Beds Borough Council and comply with current regulations and are regularly checked for defects.

Our 5v5 and 7v7 pitches use Samba goals and these remain erected and stored in a caged area on site.  If they at any point need to dismantled then it is undertaken by competent members of the Club and full instructions are on site.

Teams arrival & 

Departure:

All personnel arrive 1 hour prior to kick off time.

Only coaches and officials are allowed to park next to the Clubhouse in order to minimise vehicles near the pitches.

All players, opposition and spectators park in the designated car park which is clearly separated from the pitches and areas where people may walk.

At the end of the match each coach and/or Team admin member ensures that players leave with the correct adult (for youth players).

First Aid:
Beds Ladies & Girls FC coaches are all First Aid Trained and carry on them an up-to-date First Aid Bag.  Additional First Aid Equipment is available in Changing Room 6.

We do have two sets of crutches should they be required and all officials have a list of their participants with emergency numbers should they be required.  All members carry mobile phones.

Matches:
All matches comply with FA rules

Clubhouse: 

The Clubhouse contains tables and chairs, a kitchen with hatch, two toilets (one male and one female).  The entrance is by automatic sliding doors and there is a back door leading out from the kitchen area.


There is a fire alarm and security alarm and all are maintained and checked by the Council.


Instruction manuals are on site.

Food & Drinks:
Bedford Ladies & Girls FC sell refreshments to members, players and spectators from within the Clubhouse kitchen which is owned by Beds Borough Council and complies with safety standards.


Hot drinks are served in China Mugs or if requested heat proof polystyrene cups with lids.  Bottled water will be on sale and there will be tap water available should it be required.

Rubbish:
Rubbish bins are readily available and all rubbish is removed at the end of each match day and taken to the local tip.

WC Facilities:
There is one disabled toilet accessible via a ramp and from the outside.  This is clearly marked.


Clubhouse: 2 WCs


Changing rooms: 4 changing rooms available each containing one toilet.  All accessible from outside


One additional toilet only accessible from outside

Rooms:
There are two referee changing rooms each containing one toilet, one shower, one sink, soap, hand dryer and non switch lighting.  Ventillation is automatic.

Changing Rooms:
There are six changing rooms, although changing room six is used widely for storage of nets etc and therefore is not used as a changing room for youth players.


Toilet paper, soap, bin liners and facilities are checked prior to each event.


All contain intelligent lighting and therefore no switches are necessary.


Each changing room has four showers each and these are controlled by push buttons which turn off automatically after a certain length of time.  Legionella checks are carried out by the Council.


The showers are contained within a wet area where there are pegs to hang towels etc.


Mops are available in the changing rooms to mop any overspill of water

Teams:
All teams will be in the care of their coaches and parents and all are advised to bring bottled water, shin pads, a hat and suncream as necessary 

Medication
The Parent(s)/Guardian(s) of any u18 player with any medical condition which requires any medication is responsible for letting the Club know. The Parent(s)/Guardian(s) must also ensure that they are on hand at training and matches to administer that medication should it be required with the exception of Asthma sufferers, see below.

In the case of asthma, parent(s)/guardian(s) must give the player’s coach a clearly named spare inhaler complete with in date medication in a resealable plastic bag.  This will be kept in the coaches medibag in case a player ever forgets to bring her inhaler.
